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Safety Investment Portfolio
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The Safety Investment Portfolio is a collection of safety tools and helps to assist supervision in the management of their day-to-day work activities.  There is a direct relationship between safe workers and increased production.  

An investment in safety is an investment in the products we produce 

and an investment in our future.

The Safety Investment Portfolio is a mechanism by which line managers will receive safety awareness information and education.  At least monthly, there will be a safety tool or some other help, issued to line management via mNotes.  The mNote will be identified as a Safety Investment Portfolio tip and it is anticipated that each line manager will read the enclosed information and place a hard-copy in his/her Safety Investment Portfolio binder.  Each Safety Investment tip will be assigned a TRAIN # with a read and sign login that will automatically enter you into the TRAIN system as having completed that month's reading. 

We hope that by using this method of information sharing, you will have meaningful tools to aid you in promoting safe work within your facilities and also be less intrusive to your work schedule.  Your “investment” of this information in your work environment should result in a more productive workforce. This activity is in support of the VPP implementation process to ensure each line manager receives information and training on Safety and Health issues.  This activity is part of the 2002 improvement process by the VPP Program Office.
